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Notes from the Treasurer

Money! Money! Money!  Isn’t that what Treasurer’s are concerned with?  It 

comes in, it goes out and it all has to balance!  Thought I would tell about 

some of the places it comes from and where it goes. 

We receive money from many entities and for two purposes only: to support the Kingman 

Library and to support the Friends group for specified projects that in turn  help to pro-

vide additional support to the library.  Money comes from the membership dues, interest 

on CD’s at various banks, corporate sponsorships, City of Kingman Grant Funds, book 

cart sales and through the used donated book sales the Friends have four times a year.  

All of these donations are used to meet the various requests from the library. 

Once a year at the budget meeting the current FOL board allocates funds for various pro-

grams and projects in the library, based on the library’s requests and the goals we set.  

We provide furniture and supplies for the Youth Services division, fund the Books for Ba-

bies program (every newborn leaving the hospital receives their first book), we purchase 

supplies to conduct FOL business, we buy furniture for the library and try to meet other 

requests that are not covered by the library’s budget. 

This year a new Building fund was created.  As you know, our small Annex is totally in-

sufficient for sorting, storage, receiving donations, etc.  Many of you have asked many 

times, “Why don’t we sort our books so that they are more easily perused?”  The answer is 

because we don’t have the space to leave 10 –15 boxes open and accessible until they get 

full of that particular “flavor”  (subject or genre) of books.  We just don’t have the room!  

Which brings me back to the building fund.  We need our own building with a lot more 

space! A larger building will allow us to accept and store more donations and organize the 

sales for the benefit of the customers, which in turn brings in more money for the library. 

We need donations of money, plans, materials, etc. to reach this goal.  So if you have any 

ideas, want to donate towards the costs, know of someone who could draw up a set of 

plans and list of materials…….We need your help!   Please call me with your ideas at 

928-718-0658. 

In other news, the FOL made $4110.00 in the March 6,7,8 book sale.  A major Thank 

You to all who helped out!  The color coded “Book Bucks” were used in our last sale and 

the best results were from the ones published in our newsletter or picked up at the li-

brary.  The Not for Profit tax return (990EZ) has been filed and matured CD’s at the 

banks have been rolled over.  The interest is minimal, but some interest is better than 

none.  We also have a lot of requests from the Youth Services division to help them pur-

chase the needed supplies for the Summer Reading program.  This is a great program and 

I hope you will stop in the library’s youth area this summer and see your donations at 

work.

HOMEBOUND/BOOKS 

BY MAIL SERVICE 

The Mohave County Library Dis-

trict provides books by mail service 

to all homebound residents.  Qualifying pa-

trons receive this service for free and all post-

age is paid for by the library district.  The ap-

plication is available at the Kingman library, 

by e-mail or by telephone.  In the application, 

the patron is asked what format they are in-

terested in, such as large print books, books on 

cassette or  C.D. or regular print.  The patron 

is asked what topics offend them or are their 

favorites, what genre they favor, such as Ro-

mance and/or Mysteries and their favorite au-

thors.  If a patron does not have computer ac-

cess to the library’s online catalog, a staff 

member then selects the titles (based on the 

patron’s personal criteria) that may be of in-

terest to the patron and mails them out.  If the 

patron has computer access, they can check to 

see what is available at the library and place 

their request with the program’s staff member.  

The patron receives their titles through the 

U.S. Postal service.  Once they are finished, all 

they need to do is attach the enclosed mailing 

card to the outside of the package and pop it 

back into their mailbox for pickup by their 

mail person.  This free service is for home-

bound residents who are unable to visit a li-

brary or book mobile in Mohave County.  If 

you are homebound or know of someone who is 

homebound and wish to subscribe to this free 

service and want an application, contact Kathy 

at the following:
