Treasurerõs Report

Thank you, all who helped out in the March sale 

through donations of books, helping out with 

setup, or participating ( buying books )  after 

we got it going.  It was the fourth best sale we have had 

in many years, since I have been tracking sales.  We 

made $3,870.00 in this first book sale of the year.  We 

have also made as of April, $1,527.00 from our Cart 

sales.  So far, up to April of this year, the FOL has made 

$7,854.00 with expenses totaling $1,462.00.   

The FOL board attended and spoke at the May 4th King-

man City Council meeting, requesting they reinstate the 

$10,000.00 grant monies.  As you now know, the City has 

decided to postpone funding the grant money until Janu-

ary 2010, in order to give the economy time to improve.  

Let us hope it does, because if the City cannot support 

the purchase of supplementary books for our library, the 

Friends will have to do so, thereby reducing our funding 

of many extra activities.  We support the Books for Ba-

bies program, the Summer Reading Games program, 

year round Children s and Adult s programs, replace-

ment expenses for DVD s, purchase furniture, interac-

tive video games for the youth, shelving and many other 

numerous items that cannot be purchased from the regu-

lar library budget. 

We also encourage library use by working with various 

school youth groups in our community.  We hire  the 

groups to help set up and take down the book sales and 

in return give their organization a donation. 

As you may have noticed we have new gorgeous red 

shelving units for the books we sell in the Library.  We 

have been able to expand our offerings and realize about 

$4,000.00 per year.  Thank you to all who shop our sales!
