In an 
effort to encourage more participation, the FOL Board de-
cided that something new was needed and appointed an 
Annual Membership Meeting and Volunteer Recognition 
committee.  The committee revamped the entire program.  
They decided to have the meeting in the afternoon, honor 
our volunteers and provide the refreshments.  This was in 
the hopes that more members would  attend, get to know 
each other  and become involved. 
 

The Annual Membership Meeting is where member par-
ticipation is the most important.  This is when the mem-
bership approves how the money is budgeted for the fol-
lowing year and to vote for their new Board members.  
This is the opportunity to advise the Board, by their votes 
and approval of the budget, on the goals and direction 
they wish the Friends organization to pursue.  
 

With that in mind, the new program was a great success.  
Our meeting was held in the Kingman Libraryõs program 
room and the refreshments  were tea sandwiches, cookies, 
vegetable tray, fresh fruit , muffins and assorted bever-
ages. 
 

President  Lori Chambers opened the meeting with infor-
mation about the FOLõs achievements this past year.  She 
spoke  about the efforts to maintain  and preserve  our 
documents and our Books for Babies program.   She en-
couraged members to participate in the FOL in any way 
they could and to never think that any of their contribu-
tions would be too small.  Every little bit helps.  
 

Janet Watson, Kingman City Council member and Vice 
Mayor spoke about her support of the Friends.  She has 
been a FOL member , a volunteer at the book sales and an 
avid user of the library for many years.  She  advised that 
Kingman would be experiencing financial shortages in 
their new fiscal year  and warned there may be questions 
and concerns by the City Council in awarding grant 
money to the FOL.  She said she would keep us posted  
when the city begins their budget process. 
 

Jim Gaily, a Friendsõ and an Elkõs member thanked the 
FOL for donating many of the unsold books to the Elks,  
 

who in turn donate them to the Veteranõs Hospital in  
Prescott.  (The FOL donates the unsold materials after a few 
book sales in an effort to make room for more donations, as 
space in the storage shed is limited.) 
 

After taking care of some business (read about that in our 
official minutes) the fun part began.  The recognition and 
honoring of our many volunteers.  The front page of this 
newsletter lists our award winners.  Each of them have put in 
many, many hours of volunteer work for the success of the 
Friends group.  Some have been volunteering for years, as in 
the case of Sharon Schwartzlose and Ann Cherry.  Some have 
regularly donated their efforts at each book sale, like Virginia 
Buckel and others like Stan Major, volunteer on a weekly ba-
sis loading the FOLõs red carts for our ongoing sales in the 
library.  Then, there is Jane Havern,  who willingly jumped in 
and volunteered to take over the Book Sale Chair position 
right after she joined our group and had to learn everything 
on the run.

We couldnõt have suc-
ceeded without them and the many others who volunteered 
throughout this past year.  We wanted to recognize and thank 
each and everyone.

2009 has turned out to be a good year!  Our Board 

had concerns last January about how this year would end, con-

sidering the economy/employment statistics.  We were pleas-

antly surprised!  The Board had hopefully projected a 

$37,000.00 revenue in our budget and it looks like we will 

nearly achieve our goals by the end of December, lacking 

about an estimated $2,500.00.  Thanks to Janet Watson, King-

man City Council member and a strong advocate for the City 

support of the library and their continuation of the grant in the 

amount of $10,000. 
 

In the past year. our prime source of revenue has been the 

Kingman City Grant ($10,000.), our quarterly book sales 

($13,000.), our inside the library Red Cart Sales ($5,500.), the 

presales ($4,000.00 from ñShouts from the Sorting Shedò and 

ñBook Findersò) and membership fees ($1,200. ) totaling $33, 

700.  We have miscellaneous other sources such as book bag 

sales and monetary donations, which will raise the revenue up 

to $34,500.00, thereby, almost fulfilling our goals.  Thatôs a lot 

of books sold at $.10 to $2.00 per book.  We hope to maintain 

the same pace for producing revenue next year. 
 

Our major expenses in this past year have been for library fur-

niture ($2,000.00 for new periodical shelves), book purchases 

($11,700.), Summer Reading Program and other Youth Ser-

vices Activities ($1,200.), Books for Babies program ($1,000.),  

miscellaneous library needs ($2,000.) and support activities for 

book sales and Board business ($1,500.)  Included in that 

amount are the donations we give to the two high schoolôs 

clubs, whose members do the ñgrunt workò in setting up and 

taking down our book sales.  We have maintained the same 

budget projection for 2010 and hope to again come in below 

budget! 
 

In the course of producing revenue for our needs, we have been 

able to support other community organizations as well, donat-

ing unsold books to St. Maryôs for their Jail/Christmas gifts, to 

the Elks for their support of the Veteranôs Administration Hos-

pital patients in Prescott .  We also donate to ARC for their 

book sale shelves, to Katheryn Heidenrich Senior Center for 

their book shelves and to many school organizations. 
 

Thank you all for a wonderful year! 

We currently boast of over 270 current households 

equaling over 346 current members, certainly up 

from the 108 current names in 2002.We are creat-

ing a better group, expanding our activities and 

efforts as members express their desire to help.  

Our goal is to  add 100 new members each year, 

so please tell all of your friends about us and what 

we do for our library and community.  Bring them 

to the book sales with you, encourage them to 

join.  Applications are available in the library or 

online at our website.
